    The Student agrees to the following:


Abide by the code of ethics as delineated by American Psychological Association, the University, and the site. 


Be on site to meet the minimum number of hours for the practicum year as required by the University. 


Notify the practicum site director and the Argosy University Training Department about any concerns, problems, or changes in their status as a student or trainee.


Argosy University and the Practicum site may exchange any information regarding the student’s academic performance and professional functioning that is relevant to the evaluation and supervision of the student.





The Practicum Site Director agrees to the following:


Provide supervision by a licensed clinician. M.A. Counseling and M.A .Clinical students must be supervised by a clinician with a Masters or Doctorate degree.  Psy.D. students must be supervised by a licensed clinical psychologist.


Provide a minimum of 2 hours per week of supervision, at least 1 hour of which must be individual supervision, by a clinician with the above-noted credentials.  The other hour(s) may be group supervision with other trainees, also provided by a licenced clinician.  Supervision is provided on a weekly basis.


Provide evidence-based training opportunities and the number of hours for the practicum year as required by the student’s program—(roughly half of which should be spent in direct client contact such as therapy or counseling sessions, assessment, interviewing and testing, crisis intervention, and psycho educational groups. Psy.D. Dx students must complete a minimum of 8 testing batteries. 


Allot the other half of the practicum hours for supervision, other learning experiences, and report writing (e.g., progress notes, testing reports).  Learning experiences include seminars, workshops, and case conferences.)


Hold confidential all information regarding the student’s performance, except for within the training site and for coordination with Argosy University. 


Complete a Mid-year and Final Practicum Evaluation Form and review the student’s Practicum Experience/Hours Log, documenting the hours the student performed key training activities.  


Provide guidance and opportunities for the student to tape clinical sessions.  


Communicate with Argosy University to coordinate the training of the student. 


Be responsive to diversity with respect to gender, race, ethnicity, sexual orientation, disability, and religion.
