3. Two reference letters attesting to your academic and clinical qualifications, in
addition to your commitment to diversity and social justice.

4. A 500-word essay discussing your level of commitment to diversity. State how
you would use your knowledge and commitment to support diversity at Argosy
University, Chicago. Present an example of how you have and would continue
to apply your knowledge and support to clinical training and education in this
area.

5. A Financial Aid packet (completed FAFSA for 2010-2011 year). International
students are not required to submit these forms.

6. All fellows must be available to attend Diversity Committee meetings on
Tuesday mornings (9:00am-10:00am) during the entire academic year (fall,
spring, summer I).
-Qualified candidates will be interviewed by a faculty member from the Diversity Committee.
